Swamiji was bom as Narendranath Datia in
Kolkata. As a child he had a very cunous mind with
great hunger for learning. He also took keen interests
in music, reading and sports. Narendra who had
developed an carly interests in philosophy, religion
and the faculties of human thinking, grew up 10 be
widely known as an independents thinker of a frec
and Fair mind,

swanu Vivekanand (12" January, 1863 1o 4"
July, 1902) is known for his famous speech in
chicago at the parliment of world's religious held in
September, 1893, His opening address of my dear
sister and brother of America stirred the audience
into instants applause and become the symbol of
India’s mission of universal brother-hood.

On his way to chicago in Bostan swamiji met
Dr. John Henry Wright, a professor at Harvard
University. Swamiji requested him 1o write a letter of
the introduction for the chicago Conference. Dr.
Wrights said that to ask Swamiji for his credentions
would be like asking the sun about his rights to shine
in the heavens. Dr. Wright wroles that swamiji is
more learned that all of our learned scholars put
together. Swamiji traveled through Japan and
admired way of life and work of the Japancse people.
He sasd that Japanese were the cleanest people in
the world and that they were benl upon becoming
self-reliant, making everything m thewr own country.

He also said that every young man of India musi
visit Japan at least once to leam from them.

Although Swami Vivekanand was a man of
meditation and religion, he was game for activity
and work that would lead to nse in productivity and
eradication of poverty, He along with his mentor
Ramakrishna Paramahamsa, has always said that
“religion 15 not for empty stomachs.”™ He has literally
helped to shock people out of their comforts zone
and inspired them inlo action. So, we see that swamiji
triggered the course of life in modemn India by
motivating the Rajasic virtues in the Indian denizens.
He also inspired them to enhance their present
condition and not be content with the current life of
degradation and poverty. Aecording to Vivekanand,
rehigron had to be the pnmary and steering force in
executing the social changes in the country,

Swami Vivekananda was never in active
politics, yet he had a political sense on the modem
India which was far superior and much ahead of hus
time. He expressed immense outrage over the
cxploitation of rights and showed genuine concern
for uplift of women mass and other socially backward
people. He wanted a distinct social reform with help
of western ideas and technology, yet not entrapped
us with slavish imitation of the western ways of life.
In his book, * On India and Her Problem" he wrote
Remember that the nations lives in the cottages. But,
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alas nobody ever did anything for them. Our modern
reformers are very busy about window remamage.
Of course, 1 am a sympathiser in every reform, but
the fate of nation does not depend upon number of
husbands the windows get, but upon the condition
of the masses, Vivekananda went a step further and
said "So long as millions live in hunger and
ignorance, | had every man a traitor”. The
revolutionary doctrine he propounded has senous
mfluence on the social reformers that followed-
dynamism of Mahatma Gandhi and the socahistic
ideas of Jawaharlal Nehru were highly inspired by
swamiji's ideas and teachings.

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A Great Mathematician :
Srinivasa Ramanujan

Srinivasa Ramanujon was bom on December
22, 1887 in Erode about 400 km from Chennai,
formerly known as Madras where his mother's
parents lived, After one year he was brought to his
father's town, Kumbakonam. He passed his pnmary
examination in 1897, sconng first in the district and
then he joined the Town-High school. In 1904 he
entered Kumbakonam's Government college as F.A.
{Final of arts) student. He was awarded a
scholarship. hard after school, Ramanujan's total
concentration was focused on mathematics. The
result was that his formal education did not continue
for long.

During schooling, he came across a book
entitled A synopsis of Elementary Results in Pure
and Applied M.thematics by George Shoobridge
Carr. The tiv.c of the book does not reflect its
contents, [1 was a compilation of about 5000
equations n algebra, calculus, tngonometry and
analytical geometry with abridged demonstrations
of the propositions. Carr had compressed a huge
mass of mathematics that was known in the late
nineteenth century within two volumes, Ramanujan
had the first one. It was certainly not a classic. But
it had i1's positive features. According to Kanigel,
"one strength of Carr's book was & movement, a
flow to the formulas seceringly lad down one afier
another in artless profusion that gave the book sly
seductive logic of it's own." This book had a great
influcnce on Ramanujan's carcer

While Ramanujan made up his mind to pursue
mathematics forgetting everything else but then he
had to work under extreme hardship. He could not
even buy enough paper to record the proofs of his
results. Once he said to one of his friend, "When
food is problem, how can | find money for paper?
| may require four reams ol paper every month." In
fact Ramanujan was in a very precanous situation
for a short peniod ( 14 months), he worked as a clerk
in the madras post trust which he joined on March,
1912. Ramanujan's name will always be linked to
Godfrey Harold Hardy, a British Mathematician.
It is not because Ramanujan worked with Hardy at
Cambnidge but it was Hardy who made it possible
for Ramanujan to go to the Cambridge.

Encouraged by his well-wishers, Ramanujan,
then 25 vears old and had no formal education,
wrote a letter to Hardy on January 16, 1913, The
letter ran into eleven pages and it was filled with
the orems in divergent services. Ramanuan did not
send proofs for his theorems. He requested Hardy
for his advice and to help getting his resulis publised.
Ramanujan wrole.," | beg to introduce myself to
vou as clerk in the Accounts Depanument of the post
trust office at Madras on salary of only rupees 20
per annum. | have no university education but |
have undergone the ordinary school conrse™ The
letter has become an important historical document.
In fact, this letier is one of the most important and
exciting mathematical letters even written.
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Ramanujan was awarded the first resecarch
scholarship by the Madras Umiversity. This was
ossible by the recommendation of Gilbert Walker,
then Head of the Indian Meterological Department
in Simla. Ramanujan was awarded the B. A, degree
in March, 1916 for his work on 'Highly Composite
Numbers' which was published as a paper in the
Joumal of the London Mathematical Society. He
was second Indian 10 become a fellow of the Royal
Society in 1918 and he become one of the younges!
fellows in the entire history of the Royal Society
He was elects for his investigation in Elliptic
Funetion and the theory of Numbers. On 13 October,
1918 he was the first Indian 1o be elected a fellow
of Trinity College, Cambridge. Much of
Ramanujan's mathematics comes under the heading
of number theory, The number theory is the abstract
study of the structure ol the number system and
propertics of posilive mntegers.

Ramanujan was a mathematical genius in his
own right on the basic of his work alone. The
Norwegian mathematician Atle Selberg , one of the
great number theorists ol this century wrote:
Ramanujan's recognition of the maltiplicative
properties of the coefficients of modular forms that
we now refer 1o as cusp forms and his conjectures
formulated in this connection and their later
generalization, have come to play a more central
role in the Mathematics of today, serving as a kind
of focus for the attention of quite a large group of
the best Mathematicians of our time.

The model teacher, social reformer, revolutionary
woman & writer Savitribal Phule was born on 3%
January 1831 at Naygaon village in Khandala Taluka
of Satara distnct. Her birthday 15 celebrated as "Bahka
Din'. Her father Khandaoji and mother Laxmibai gave
her everything she hked. Her hobbies were saimming
and climbing trees, From the childhood she never
kept quile against injustice. She mamied Mahatama
Jotiba Phule when she was nine years old.

Education :

At the time of marriage savitribai was
illiterated. She strongly felt that she would read &
write. Jotiba was also a sincere & wanted 10 teach
Savitri. She was taught & trained by her husband &
then she willinzly become a teacher.

Work :

After educating Savitribai & Jotiba founded
girl school in Pune in 1848, Savitribai started
teaching the girl. The orthodox people began to
harass her, but she was not afraid, she continued her
work. She was the first lady teacher of our country.

Jotiba & Savitribai opened the school for girls.
poor & untouchables. While the couple was doing
the social work, orthodox people harassed them but
some like-minded person helped them generously.
As the couple was boycotted by their family
members, they had to leave their own nghtful home.

The number of schools are being increased day
by day. The collector of Pune recommended that the
government should give grant to their schools on 12
february 1853, The couple was honored by giving
awards for their work in the Vishmmbaag of pune.

The couple tnied to bring ban on child mamage,
1o remove evil cusioms hike infanticide, head shaving
of window, window acceptance of death on husband's
pyre { Tradition of sati). They also worked to remove
untonchability and mediators in religrous rites.

Jotiba founded "Satya Shodhak Samaj" (Trush
secker society) in 1873 and Savitribai worked for its
growth. The couple was noble minded. They adopted
one child and name him Yeshwant. They taught him
well and made him a doctor.

They opened hermitage for window and the
women who had gone astroy and were support less.
In 1877 at the tme of famine the couple distnbuted
food to thousands of people and continued the same
work till the famine ended.

Savitribai become the president of "satya
shodhak samay” after husband death and shouldered
all the responsibilites with the help ol her colleagues.
Death :

While serving plague patients unfortunately
Savitribai herself was infacted and passed away on
10" March 1897, Her life guides us like a light house.

Concept of Tragedy

Tragedy deals with the senous aspect of life
as comedy deals with the lighter. It is a tale of
suffering ending in death. According to Anstotle,
"Tragedy iz the imitation of an action, serious
complete and of a cerntain magmitude , in a language
beautified in different parts with different kinds of
embellishment, through action and not narration and
through scencs of pity and fear bringing about the
catharsis of this emotion,”

Shakespearean tragedy conforms the definition
of Aristotle but it violates the principles of the greek
philosopher, its action 15 not all serious. s
seriousness 15 often réelieved by the comic.
Shakespeare was holding " 2 mirron to life” in which
jovs and sorrows, tears and smiles frequently
alternate.

Shakespeare wrote a number of great tragedies.
His famous tragedies are Romeo and Juliet, Julious
Caeser, Hamlet, Othello, Macbeth, King Lear. These
tragedies are his greatest tragedies of the world. The
theme of a Shakespearcan tragedy 15 the struggle
between God and Evil resulling in serious
convulsions and disturbances, sormows, sufferings
and death, 1t depicts men and women struggling with
evil and brought 1o death by it. Through their heroic
struggle we realize the immense spintual potentiality
of man. The themes of all great tragedies are
sensational. for example, Mackbeth has its witches;
its ghosts murder in a darkened castle and thnlling

sight of lady Macbeth walking in her sleep in Hamlet,
we have the ghost and grave digger. In Othello, night
alarms and sword tights and in king Lear the
celebrated "trio of madness.”

A typical Shakespearcan tragedy 1s the story
of the hero and herowne, 1t is only in the love tragedies,
Romeo and Juliet and Anthony and Cleopatra, that
the heromne 15 as much the center ol action as the
hero, A typical Shakespearean tragedy leads up to
and mcludes the death of the hero and in the end the
stage 15 often litered with corpses.

Shakespearcan’ tragic hero's arc either kings
or princes or greal military generals, Hamlet is a
prince, Lear is a king, Macbeth belongs to the Royal
family and is a trusted king's man and brave general,
and Othello is & great warmor and brave general,

Shakespeare's conception of tragedy is
character and destiny, there is tragic relationship
between the hero and his environment. Destiny
places him in just those circumstances and situations
with which he is exposed to such temptation to with
stand which he would have had to be contented and
nol aspiring as well as firm will. He is weak of will;
has ambition and longs for the crown. The situation
n Othello requires calm and cool thinking but it is
just this guality which the hero does not have. In
Hamlet swift action would have saved the situation
but the hero i1s given to brooding through and noble
inaction, In King Lear the circumstances require cool

In Shakespearean tragedy virtue may not be rewarded
but evil is always punished. The Shakespearean
tragedies deal with greater things than man, with
powers and passion, elemental forces and suffering.

To be able 1o
represent the traffic characteristics, there are three (3) main parameters that should be known where those
parameters are mathematically interconnected, with each other.

. Volume of traffic flows is the number of vehicles that pass a certain point in a certain roads within a
certain time umt, usually expressed in passenger car units per hour for short (smp / hour)
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2. Density of traffic flows is the number of vehicles that are within a certain unit of road length usually
expressed in units of vehicles per km or abbreviated to (veh / km)

3. Density of traffic flows is a distance which can be reached within a certain time unit, usually expressed
in units (km / hour)
