¢ RULES FOR ADMISSIONS PREAMBLE

A) Inaccordance with the provisions of the Section of Maharashtra Universities Act,
2016 the following rules shall be callled Admission Rules to be applicable to the
non - professional under - graduate and post graduate courses in the affiliated
colleges/ recognised institute / University Departments/autonomous colleges.

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A.R. 2 In case of admission to under-graduate courses where the affilated college /
reconized institution / autonomous college has an attached Junior College. the
total intake capacity at the first point of the admission to theSenior College shall
be divided as 80% for the attached Junior College and 20 percent for other Junior
colleges,. However in both cases, the basic rules of merit, reservation, and eligilibility
shall apply. If 20% giuota remains unutilized students from the attached Junior
College shall be admitted for the waiting list.

The merit of the students from other Junior Colleges shall not be less than

A.R.8 The foregin students shall be admitted to any course in any institution /college

afiliated to the university or in the autonomous institution on production of
provisional eligilibility certificate from the University obtaining provisional eligilibility
certificate, the foregin student shall apply along with necessary certificate, to the
university in the form prescribed by the university and pay fees as prescribed by
the University from time to time.

The fees for this examination as well as
for re-examination will be as prescribed by the University form time to time

A.R. 9 Cancellation of admission and refund of money :
Cancellation of admisssion and refund of money shall be as under:

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1) All deposits such as Caution Money, Library Deposit, Laboratory Deposit.
etc. shall be refundable subject to such deductions as may be necessary
on account of any damage to the property of the institution concerned such
as breakages to laboratory equipments, loss of library boooks, etc. for
which a student may be responsible. The application for refund of such
deposits shall be made within six months either from the date. he / she
leaves the college or completes the courses and the said institution shall refund
the amount within 30 days from the date of receipt of application.

2) Only tution fees and no other fees shall be refundable,.
3) Tution fees shall be refundable as under :

a) The entire amount paid by the students after deducation of 25% as
administrative charges.

i)If a student gets his admission cancelled before the commencement of
the academic term.

i) If a student gets his admission to another college or institution providing
courses different from those in the college or institution to which he had
first sought admission and paid tution fees provided always that he has
kept the authorities of such a college or the institution informed in good
time about his application for admission to another college or institution
the application for refund of tution fees in such cases, must be forwarded
through the Principal of the college or instution which the student actually
joins, giving pertinent details such as the course selected by him, the
date of his application for admission to the college or institution etc.

b) 50 percent of the amount paid by a student as tution fees, if he applies
for cancellation of his admission and the refund of fees before the last date
of admission to the college or the institution fixed by the University.

4) A Student shall not be entitled to claim refund of tution fees if he leaves
the college or the institution, after the last date of admission to such college
/ institution.

5) In the case of a student, who fails to inform the autorities of the college or
the institution to which he has been given admission, about his intention to
leave or change the college or the institution such authorities shall be entitled
to charge full fees for the term or the year as the case may be.

6) These rules shall not be applicable to colleges / institutions run by the
state Government

7) In the case of students getting admission to professional courses in colleges,
the claim for refund of tution fees etc. shall be made by concerned students
within one week of admission to the professional courses and in such cases,
the colleges shall deduct an amount of 10 percent of the fees paid as
administrative charges. The seats failling vacent may be filled in by the
college / recognised institution from the waiting list.

A.R. 10 At part-l, Il and Il level, efforts should be made by the college to ensure a fair
distrubution of admissions to different special subjects

A, R. 11 PROSPECTS :

The affiliated college/recognised institution / autonomous institution shall make
available a prospecuts of various course giving relevant information mainly with
reference to the fees and courses structure, intake capacity etc. The prospectus
should be reason ably priced, The prospectus should be made available at least
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21 days before the commencement of the A Academic Year.

Every prospectus shall make it clear in the begining that the admissions are
completely governed by rules and regulations made by the University from time
to time. A copy of such rules and regulations should be displayed on the notice
board of the college during the period of admission.

It shall be mandatory on the part of the college/recognised institution/autonomous
institution to effectively advertise the schedule of admissions for the benefit of all
students.

A. R. 12Rules and regulations regarding admission fee, tution fee and various other fees
to be charged by the affiliated college / recognised institution autonomous
institution at under graduate leavels shall be governmed by the provisions of ordinance
as pre scribed by the University from time to time.

It shall be the responsibility of the Principal to ensure that admissiions are
as per rules, regulations and ordinance as prescribed by the University, from time to
time.

Students from abroad and the children of Non-resident Indians who have
been residing, working abroad for more than two years and seeking admission in
this college shall have to undergo AIDS test and their admission will be con-
firmed only on the production of Fitness Certificate.

¢ RULES FOR ADMISSIONS
PREAMBLE
A) Inaccordance with the provisions of the Section of Maharashtra Universi
ties Act, 1994 the following rules shall be callled Admission Rules to be
applicable to the non - professional under - graduate and post graduate
courses in the affiliated colleges/ recognised institute / University Depart

= s (D=
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ments/autonomous colleges.
B) The admission rules for professional courses shall be as prescribed by
the State Government for time to time.
A.R, 1 Admission to non-professional undergraduate shall be strictly based on,

a) Eligilibility criteria as prescribed by the University fron time to time

b) Reservation rules as prescribed by the State Government form
time to time and adopted by the University.

c) Merit as measured by the marks scored in the qualifying / previ-
ous examination,

d) In the case of courses where entrance tests are prescribed the

admission shall be based on merit in the said entrance tests sub-
jects to (a) and (b) above.

A.R. 2 In case of admission to under-graduate courses where the affilated col-
lege / reconized institution / autonomous college has an attached Junior
College. the total intake capacity at the first point of the admission to the
Senior College shall be divided as 80% for the attached Junior College
and 20 percent for other Junior colleges,. However in both cases, the
basic rules of merit, reservation, and eligilibility shall apply. If 20% qiuota
remains unutilized students from the attached Junior College shall be
admitted for the waiting list.

The merit of the students from other Junior Colleges shall not be
less than the merit of the last student admitted for the attached Junior
College In case 80 percent quota for the attached Junior College remains
unutilized the College shall have the right to admit students from other
Junior Colleges subjects to the general rules given above.

A.R. 3 In view of the problem of drop out, the additional 10 percent of the sanc-
tioned intake capacity may be admitted in the affiliated college / recognised
institution / autonomous institution subjects to the general rules of the
admission given above.

A.R. 4 In case of admission to the second and third year of integrated degree
course, preference shall be given to the students of the same college /
recognised institution / autonomous institution.

A.R. 5 Every affiliated college / recognised institution, autonomous institution
Shall constitute for proper monitoring of admissions an Admission
Committee consisting of the followoing members
1) Principal ( Chairman) 2) One teacher from each faculty
3) Registrar / Superintendent ( Secretary )

As soon as the procedure of preparing the merit list is completed the
merit list along with the waiting list shall be displayed on the college
notice board for the information of students

A.R. 6 Husband/Wife / Son /Daughterand Brother / Sister of both the teaching
and non- teaching employees (on probation or confirmed ) be given

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admission to the courses within a limit of 3 percent of the Total intake

capacity subject to intra-group merit considerations, This rule shall be

applicabe to admission to courses/ classes being conducted by the
concerned institute, where the teaching/non teaching employee are
working,

A.R. 7 In case of physically handicapped students, seeking admission to the first
year of the integrated degree course, the Admission Committee may use
its discretion subject to the fulfilment other conditions of admission.

A.R.8 The foregin students shall be admitted to any course in any institution /
college afiliated to the university or in the autonomous institution on
production of provisional eligilibility certificate from the University For job
taining provisional eligilibility certificate, the foregin student shall apply along
with necessary certificate, to the univcersity in the form prescribed by the
university and pay fees as prescribed by the University from time to time.
Every foreign student, except those students nominated by the Central
Government for medical courses shall have to appear for and pass the
entrance examination to be conducted by the University and any other
test including medical test as prescribed by the Govt. The fees for this
examination as well as for re-examination will be as prescribed by the
University form time to time

A.R. 9 Cancellation of admission and refund of money :

Cancellation of admisssion and refund of money shall be as under:

1) All deposits such as Caution Money, Library Deposit, Labouratory
Deposit. etc. shall be refundable subject to such deductions as
may be necessary on account of any damage to the property of
the institution concerned such as breakages to laboratory equip-
ments, loss of library boooks, etc. for which a student may be
responsible. The application for refund of such deposits shall be
made within six monys either from the date. he / she leaves the
college or completes the courses and the said institution shall
refund the amount within 30 days from the date of receipt of appli-

cation.
2) Only tution fees and no other fees shall be refundable,.
3) Tution fees shall be refundable as under :

a) The entire amount paid by the students after deducation of 25%
as administrative charges.

i) If a student gets his admission cancelled before the commence
ment of the academic term.

ii) If a student gets his admission to another college or institution
providing courses different from those in the college or institution
to which he had first sought admission and paid tution fees pro-

vided always that he has kept the authorities of such a college or

- ©-=
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the institution informed in good time about his application for ad-
mission to another college or institution the application for refund
of tution fees in such cases, must be forwarded through the Prin-
cipal of the college or instution which the student actually joins,
giving pertinent details such as the course selected by him, the
date of his application for admission to the college or institution
etc.

b) 50 percent of the amount paid by a student as tution fees, if he
applies for cancellation of his admission and the refund of fees
before the last date of admission to the college or the institution
fixed by the University.

A Student shall not be entitled to claim refund of tution fees if he
leaves the college or the institution, after the last date of admis-
sion to such college / institution.

In the case of a student, who fails to inform the autorities of the
college or the institution to which he has been given admission,
about his intention to leave or change the college or the institution
such authorities shall be entitled to charge full fees for the term or
the year as the case may be.

These rules shall not be applicable to colleges / institutions run by
the state Government

In the case of students getting admission to professional courses
in colleges, the claim for refund of tution fees etc. shall be made
by concerned students within one week of admission to the pro-
fessional courses and in such cases, the colleges shall deduct
an amount of 10 percent of the fees paid as administrative charges.
The seats failling vacent may be filled in by the college / recognised
institution from the waiting list.

At part-l, [l and lll level, efforts should be made by the college to
ensure a fair distrubution of admissions to different special sub-
jects

PROSPECTS :

The affiliated college/recognised institution / autonomous institu-
tion shall make available a prospecuts of various course giving
relevant information mainly with reference to the fees and courses
structure, intake capacity etc. The prospectus should be reason
ably priced, The prospectus should be made available at least 21
days before the commencement of the A Academic Year.

Every prospectus shall make it clear in the begining that the ad-
missions are completely governed by rules and regulations made
by the University from time to time. A copy of such rules and
regulations should be displayed on the notice board of the college
