Introduction :

Traditionaly, the work of Indian women
writer's has been undervalued due to
patriarchal assumptions about the superior
worth of the male experiences. One factor
contributing to this prejudice is the fact that
most of these women write about the enclosed
domestic space, and women's perceptions of
their experience within it.

Indian Women Author's :

Prior to the rise of the novel, many Indian
Women Composed Poetry and Short Story in
Hindi, Punjabi, Bengali, Urdu, Takil, Malayalam
and Kannada. Women were the chief upholders
of a rich oral tradition of story - telling, through
myths, legends, songs and fables. Once literacy
began to filter through society, those stories were
transformed into poetry & drama. The novel was
not at first a commaon form, perhaps because the
majority of women had less access to education
than men. It was not until prose began to be used
in the late 19" century by Bengali writers who
had been exposed to European culture that the
novel form took hold In India.

The Volume of Indian literature written in
English is smaller than that written in the
various regional languages, and spans a smaller
range of time, having only commenced with the
spread of the English language and education.
But in the last two decades there has been an
astonishing flowering of Indian Women Writing
in English, the literature of this period being
published both in India and elsewhere.

Toru Dutt (1856-77) was the first Indian
woman poet to write in English, and her work
depicts archetypes of Indian womanhood, such
as Sita and Savitri, showing women in suffering,
self-sacrificing roles, reinforcing conventional
myths in a patriotic manner. Her first book,
published when she was twenty, was a book of
verse translations from french, A Sheaf Gleaned
in French fields; Verse Traslations and Poems
(1876).

Kamala Das originated a vigorous and
poignant feminine confessional poetry, in which
a common these is the exploration of the man-
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woman relationship. This style was
subsequently taken up by other women poets
such as Gauri Deshpande, Suniti Namjoshi and
Chitra Narendran.

Novels :

Many Indian Women novelists have
explored female subjectivity in order to
establish an identity that is not imposed by a
patriarhal society. Thus, the theme of growing
up from childhood to womanhood, that is, the
Bildungscroman, is a recurrent strategy. Santha
Rama Rau's Remember the House (1956), Ruth
Prawar Thabvala's first novel to whom she will
(1955) and her later Heat & Dust {1975) which
was awarded the Booker Prize & Kamala
Markandaya's Two Virgins (1973) are good
examples.

As in poetry, the image of the New Women
& her Struggle for an identity of her own also
emerges in the Indian English novel. Such a
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struggle needs a support structures outside the
family to enable women to survive. Nayantara
Sahgal uses this theme as theme as the nudeus
of Rich Like us (1986). Other novels such as
Rama Mehta's Inside the Haveli (1977), look
maore toward's issues of traditional Indian
culture, particularly the debate on female
education. Another example of the western
educated female protagonist's guest for her
cultural roots is Githa Hariharan's The
Thousand's Faces of Night (1992).

Short Stories :

Alongside poetry & novels many
collections of short stories, and anthologies of
works by Indian women around the world have
appeared, such as Truth Tales (1986&), Truth
Tales; The Slate of Life (1990), other words :
New writing by Indian Women (1992}, Right of
Way (1988), Flaming Spirit (1994) and The Inner
courtyard (1990).
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Farce
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In India, since the attainment of
independence, the Government has given top
priority to agriculture. Multipurpose river
projects have been constructed in all the states.
These projects have made irrigation facilities
available to the farmer. Where canal irrigation
is not possible, more tube wells are being
bored. Government has already established a
number of big factories for the production of
chemical fertilizers. More such factories will be
established in the near future. They will solve
the manure problem. Zamindari & Jagirdari
have been abolished. This has made the tiller
of the soil the real master of his land.

Indian agriculture is in a backward
condition. It is matter of great concern, not only
for the teeming millions, but also for the
Government. Agriculture is of supreme
importance for the progress of the country. Let
us here briefly examine the causes of it's
backwardness, and suggest ways and means for
improvement. India lives in her villages. The
main occuption of the villagers is agriculture.

With increasing population, the pressure
on land has increased very much. More and
more land is being brought under plough, but
even then there is shortage of essential
commeoedities. Another reason is the lack of
irrigation facilities. The monsoon type climate
of the country takes agriculture a gamble of
rains. If the monsoon fails, crops fail. If the rains
come in time and in proper guantity, the hopes
of the farmers are brightened. Furthermore,
the land holding are very small and scattered.

This makes only improvement impossible.
Under such conditions agriculture cannot be
modernised. Scientific methods cannot be
used. The poverty of farmers also makes it
difficult to make improvements. Seeds of
improved quality, chemical fertilizers and timely
help in the form of credit are not available to
the Indian farmer. These are the causes which
makes agriculture backward in India. Though
agriculture production has been increased, yet
it is far from satisfaction. Progress in agriculture
has been slow.

The Indian farmer is ignorant &
conservative, The illiteracy of the farmer is one
of them. The reason for this are obvious. He
carries on agriculture in his own way. He does
not like to give up traditional methods.
Moreover, the officers entrusted with this work
have not taken due interest in their work. They
have not implemented the Government
schemes wholeheartedly.

The Government alone cannot solve every
problem. The rural folk have been lacking in
cooperation. Better facilities should be
provided for educating the peasants. More
stress should be placed an agricultural
education. Agriculture should be organised on
a co-operative basis. The difficulties which
come in the way must be removed. Only hard
working and honest men should be made
responsible for executing Government
Schemes. It is very essential.

Art comforts man though lullabies, songs,
drama and cinema. Art serves to fulfil the desire
of man to transcend the death and decay to
which all earthly things are subject. ARt is
desired but is not immediately available for use.
It enables him to live a double life without the
torture and morbidity of schizophrenia.

Art caters to the eternal human desire to
beautify and glamourise man's short sojourn
on this earth. Just as tools and machines have
helped man to produce more food and
consumer goods, similarly artistic abilities have
helped man impart greater charm and beauty
to his body, house and environment besides
equipping him with immense refinement to
enjoy the pleasures of the sense. The most
precious achlevements and monuments of
mankind, whether it is a pyramid or a building
like. The Tajmahal, are man's attempt to
eternalise memories of his near and dear ones
whom he was initially loath to lose forever.

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Global Warming is the long term rise in the
average temperature of the Earth's climate
change and has been demonstrated by direct
temperature measurements and by
measurements of various effects of the
warming. Global Warming and climate change
are often used interchangeable. But more
accurately, global warming is the mainly
human-caused increase in global surface
temperature and its projected continuation,
while climate change includes both global
warming and its effects, such as changes in
precipitation. While there have been
prehistoric periods of global warming, many
observed changes since the mid-20" century
have been unprecedented over decades to
millennia.

The Intergovernmental panel on climate
change fifth Assessment Report concluded, "It
is extremely likely that human influence has
been the dominant cause of the observed
worming since the mid-20" century. The largest
human influence has been the emission of
greenhouse gases such as carbon dioxide
methane, and nitrous oxide. Climate Model
projections surmmarized in the report indicated
that during the 21* century the global surface
temperature is likely to rise a further 0.3 to
1.7%C (0.5 to 3.1°F) in 2 moderate scenario or
as much as 2.6 to 4.8°C (4.7 to 8.6F) in an
extreme scenario, depending on the rate of
future greenhouse gas emissions and on
climate feedback effects. These findings have

been recongnized by the national science
academies of the major industriealized nations
and are not disputed by any scientific body of
national or international standing.

The effects of global warming include
rising sea levels, regional changes in
precipitation, more frequent extreme weather
events such as heat waves, and expansion of
deserts Ocean acidification is also caused by
greenhouse gas emissions and is commuonly
grouped with these effects even though it is not
driven by temperature. Surface temperature
increases are greatest in the Arctic, which has
contributed to the retreat of glaciers,
permafrost, and sea ice. Overall, higher
temperatures bring more rain and snowfall, but
for some regions droughts and wildfires
increase instead. Climate change threatens to
diminish crop yields, harming food security, and
rising sea levels many food coastal
infrastructure and force the abandonment of
many coastal cities. Environmental impacts
include the extinction or relocation of many
species as their ecosystems change, most
immediately the environments of coral reefs,
mountains and the Arctic.

Rise in the Co, level on the earth impacts
the human life to a great level through
continued heat waves, sudden occurrence of
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strong storms, unpredictable and unexpected
cyclone, damage to ozone layer, floods, heavy
rain, drought, lack of food, diseases, death etc.

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Tradition as juxtaposed to modernity refers
to belief and customs handed down to posterity
from the earlier times. It exercises a
constraining and restroining influence on the
lives of present generation in so far as it governs
their religious conduct, social relations and
outlook towards strangers and foreigners.
Tradition s generally identified with
conservatism, orthodoxy and inward looking
through processes and rules and custom driven
behavior. Tradition is the collective wisdom and
modes of behavior of the ancestors cherished
and ritualistically observed by the present
generations. Traditions is also belittied
occasionally when it is seen to sanction or
promote unscientific and superstitious conduct
and beliefs. Modernity as opposed to tradition
refers to an outlook that iks generally future
oriented and forward looking.

Modernity rests on a rational
interpretation of religious, social and economic
institutions and phenomena. Modernity is
identified very often with the industrialized
western civilization where the family
relationships, legal institutions and statecraft
under went tremendous transformation
following the Reformation and Renaissance.
Movements for abolition of slavery, voting
rights to the women and universal suffrage
were the natural cutcome of the abandonment
of traditional belief and practioces in favor of a
more denicratic and equalitarian political and
social system,

Traditions exercise a very strong and
sometimes almost imperceptible and
unconscious hold over us. Such influence is
seen at its most pervasive in rituals relating to
birth, death and marriage. The restrictions on
the movement of the mather who has just
delivered a child are universally observed by all
classes and castes of people. Very few Hindus
would willingly forego the vows of traditional
marriage and feel properly married if they only
sign on the registrar of in the office of the
reigistrar of marriages. Similarly at the time of
death of father, the son only would light the
fire and would also perform all the rituals to
ensure that the soul of the dead obtains peace
after death. Any deviation of short-circuiting of
the procedures is normally resented by the near
and dear ones of the deceased. It is seen that
even the most modern minded Hindus would
not like to tinker with traditional rituals
associated with the ceremonies of birth,
marriage and death. Even very poor persons
beg and borrow money to discharge their
traditional obligations.

Media explosion and satelite television
have facilitated intrusion of modernity even in
the most traditional sections of population like
the spiritual Gurus and astrologers. There are
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gever increasing number of TV. channels like
Astha, Sanskaar, Sadhana exclusively airing
spiritual discoureses and events. For many
devotees, this has obviated the need to go to
pilgrimage places or Gurudhams to sit at the
feet of their Guru and earn Punya in their
satsang. Thus the modern technology may
reduce one to one contact between the Guru
and devotee and dilutee the intensity of the
spiritual experience which can be had only in
personal contact. The modern technology has
also been used effectively to reinforce and
propagate the tradition. Televising the serials
on The Ramayana and the Mahabharata have
revived interest in Indian mythology & tradition
and acquainted the new generations with the
great characters of Rama, Lakshmana, Sita,
Krishna, Arjuna, Bhima, Yudhishthira, Draupadi
and Bhishma. Indian children and youth now
enjoy the exploits of the spiderman and the
Hanuman with equal delight courtesy the reach
of satellite TV.
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As a matter of fact, modernity in India has
not replaced tradition largely or decisively.
Indian tradition is ancient, long and haloed.
Many Western and eastern spiritual
personalities and institutions have made
appreciative interpretations of Indian culture
and traditions giving them a new lease of life.
Yoga and meditation centers have sprung all
over the world and are helping millions to gain
physical and spiritual well being. Indian politics
too is deriving nourishment by constant
allusion and reference to the glorious Indian
tradition. Most of the successful Indians
combine in themselves the best of tradition and
modernity. An obvious case in point is a string
of successive Indian beauties winning the titles
of Miss Universe and Miss World in
International beauty contests. It was perhaps
a combination of modern mind and traditional
saries which won them the coveted title of
Beauty-Oueens.
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in the First Folio, the plays of William
Shakespeare were groupped into three
categories : Comedies, Histories and Tragedies,
and modern scholars recognize a fourth
category, romanticism, to describe the specific
types of comedy that appear in Shakespeare's
later works.

There are ten plays by Shakespeare which
are consistently understood as being comedies
by name and genre. More ambiguously, there
are 17 of Shakespeare's plays which may or may
not be called comedies, depeding on the source
of analysis or commentary, depending on
whether the so-called problem plays of
Shakespeare are counted, as well as the
romance plays. Most of Shakespeare's romance
plays appeared late in his life and include plays
such as The Tempest and Cymbeline.

"Comedy", in its Elizabethan usage, had a
very different meaning from modern comedy.
A Shakespearean comedy is one that has a
happy ending, usually involving marriages
between the unmarried characters, amd a tone
and style that is more light-hearted than
shakespeare's other plays. Patterns in the
comedies include movement to a "Green
World", both internal and external conflicts,
and a tension between Apollonian and
Dionysion values.

Shakespearean Comedies tend to also incude :

* A greater emphasis on situations rather than
characters (this numbs the audience's
connection to the characters, so that when

characters experience misfortune, the
audience still finds it laughable).

e A struggle of young lovers to overcome
difficulty, often presented by elders,

& Separation and re-unification,

® Deception of characters (especially mistaken
identity)

Shakekspeare's use of comedy and
characters of comedic value was not limited to
his comedies or his romance plays, and
extended into his histories as well. The
character portrayed by falstaff in the Henriad,
or plays dealing with Henry IV, is representative
of Shakespeare's exemplary use of the comic
type of character in his history plays. Several
of Shakespeare's comedies, such as Measure for
Measure and All's Well That Ends Well, have
an unusual tone with a difficult mix of humour
and tragedy which has led them to be classified
as problem plays. It is not clear wheather the
uneven nature of these dramas is due to an
imperfect understanding of Elizabethan
humour and society or a deliberate attempt by
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Shakespeare to blend styles and subvert the
audience's expectations.

A Shakespearean comedy is one that has a
happy ending, usually involving marriages
between the unmarried characters, and a tone
and style that is more light-hearted than
Shakespeare's other plays. Shakespeare's
comedies are generally identifiable as plays full
of fun, irony and dazzling wordplay. They also
abound in disguises and mistaken identities,
with very convoluted plots that are difficult to
follow with very contrived endings. Any attempt
at describing Shakespeare's comedy plays as a
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cohesive group can't go beyond that su perficial
outline. By the end of Shakespeare's life, he had
written eighteen comedies. Cymbeline, listed
in this article with the comedies, was, in the
First Folio, included among the tragedoes. even
though it has many of the features of the so-
called "late romanticism",

Like the 'tragedies’' Shakespeare comedies
dify categorisation. They all draw our attention
to a range of human experience with all its
sadness, joy, poignancy, tragedy, comedy,
darkness and lightness.

W.H. AUDEN
W.H. Auden is one of the major poet of the
twentieth century. His full name was Wystan
Hugh Auden. He was born in 1907 in York,
England. His father was a doctor, working at the
University of Birmingham. Auden went to a
boarding school - Gresham's Schoal in Holt and
christ church. He later won a scholorship to
Oxford to study biology. By 1928 when he |eft
Dxford at the age of twenty-one, he had become
interested in writing as a career. After spending
a year in Berlin. Most of it at the theatre there
he returned to England and published his first
book of poems in 1930. He taught school for five
years and In 1933 he married the daughter of
Thomas Mann, the famous German novelist. In
1936 he travelled to Iceland. The next year at
the age of thirty he served as a stretcher-bearer
in the Spanish Civil War. He collaborated with
Christopher |sherwood on three verse plays.

In 1940, Auden Came to the United States.
In New York for two years he taught literature
at the New School. Later he was given a job at
the University of Michigan. After the war he
became an American citizen and took a job at
Swarthmore College. In 1956 he returned to
Oxford as professor of poetry. In the 1930's he
and his friends like Stephen Spender and Day
Lewis wrote poems about contempaorary life in
a modern idiom. He uses images taken from
technology and industry and from urban life. He
also shows the influence of modern
psychologists like Freud. Auden has continued
to publish books of poetry up to the present,
including ‘'The Shield of Achilles’ and his most
famous book. 'The Age of Anxiety' for which he
won a Pultizer prize in 1948,

Auden's poetry is wide ranging in both form
and theme. He has written social and political
satire light verse, dignified eulogies, vulgar
polemics, natural lyrics and tender love poems.
His technical abilities are spread so thinly over
so0 wide an area that it is difficult to find his
central theme. In general 'The Age of Anxiety' is
the statement of his earliest opinions, though
earnest opinions are often ridiculed in it. Auden
has given voice to what is the predominant view
of "Modern Man" held by intellectuals today.
“Modern Man"® is disillusioned, but his cynicism
is on the verge of mystical belief if only
something would happen. And he Fully conscious
of the irony of waiting for what you know will
never happen. Auden is well-known for his
ratiomal and non-sentimental interest in
representative specimens of modern urban life.
He seems to criticise in his poems everything
that creates difficulties for the free experassion
for the creative spirit in human beings. He is a
master of Satire and irony and satirizes some of
the wrong ideas of good behaviour fostered by
our society. lrony Is the means he uses to
underline what is wrong in our social life. He is
particularly effective in ironic descriptions and
understatements which are characteristic of
Auden. Though his poems are at times
ambiguous and ambivalent, he always has
something to say in an interesting or entertaining
way. Auden's poetry alternately voices dread of
the gulf below and delight for the clouds above.
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PHILIP LARKIN

Philip Larkin was born on 9™ August 1922
at Conventry, Warwickshire, England. Where his
father was working as city treasurer. He was sent
to king Henry VIl School where he thought of
himself as a stupid student until he could
concentrate on English. He was fond of reading
and was able to read one book a day while
attending his class both in morning and
afternoon. He was lucky that his parents had a
good number of books, and gave him
encouragement to develop the hobby of reading.
Even in his childhood, he worte prose "a
thousand words at night after homework"™ and
also poetry which he bound up in little books.
His poems and prose pieces were published in
the school magazine.

in 1940, he proceeded to Oxford University
§t. John's College, Oxford, from where he
graduated in 1943. His Oxford he created the
impression that he was an introvert and the
cause for this impression was his stammer. He
became a member of the University Jazz club and
also of the English society. He used to organize
the lecturing visits of great writers like Dylan
Thomas, Watkins and Orwell. By this time he
gained reputation in the University Campus as a
writer. His first poem "Ultimatum” was published
in the Listener, when he was eighteen His
friendship with Amis helped him to reject his
romantic ideas about poetry and to develop a
healthy, robust, ironic attitude to experience.
The paolictical and social atmosphere of Oxford
fastered a pragmatic approach in Larkin.

Larkin obtained First Class in his degree
examination in 1943, Then he applied for a
number of jobs at random and was appointed a
libratian at the public library in wellington. The
calm atmosphere of the place enabled him to
write fairly good amount of poetry. Many of his
poems were included in "poetry from Oxford in
War-time" edited by Willilam Bell and published
in 1945, Larkin's thirty poems appeared in 1945
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under the title "The North 5hip” He also wrote a
few novels, but by this time he had shifted to
leicester to work in the library of University
College. In 1950, he became Sub-librarian at
Queen's University. Belfast, where he found his
poetic identity. Larkin's thirteen poems
appeared aunder the title 'The Less Decelved'
His next volume of poems was "Various Poems'
three hundred copies of which were printed at
first and they were sold quickly and It was
reprinted three times within one year. His poetic
reputation was on the upswing since then.

Larkin worked in a number of Libraries
before becoming the Libratian of the University
of Hull where he stayed for the remainder of his
life. He edited The Oxford Book of Twentieth
Century English verse in 1973, Two more
collections of poetry came out - The Whitson
Weddings (1964) and High Window (1974).
Larkin was admired and honoured for his literary
achievement, He was adwarded the Queen's
Gold Medal for poetry in 1965, The Universities
of Belfast, Leicester, Warwick, Sussex and
St.Andrews Conferred on him honorary
Doctorate Degrees. Larkin is not a prolific writer.
He may not have written more than a hundred
poems of which he regards thirty as “Juvenalia”
{Writings done in childhood or yourth, or boods
for children). He has said that he feels lucky he
writes more than one or two poems a year. This
reflects the fact that he has been placed as writer
who emerged in the 1950's, in ‘the Movement".
The Movement poetry is characterized by
restraint, tightness and an intellectual
framewaork.

Larkin had a major breakdown in his life, and
had to undergo extensive medical tests to find
out what was wrong with him. He remained in
hospital for a time, but subsequently recovered
almost completely from whatever malady he had
been suffering from. Then in the year 1984 he
developed a serious ailment, most probably
cancer and died on 2* December, 1985.
